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Abstract

In this presentation I explore the potential of the visual in research on learning and critical thinking as a:

· Source of data

· Reflexive tool in action research

· Form of dissemination

The collection of visual data relevant to learning is discussed including digital video, photographs and images produced by research participants.  The ways in which such visual data might be analyzed to ‘get at’ learning, and to reflect on the research process is examined.  Finally the use of exhibition and video as a mode of research dissemination will be discussed.

Throughout questions of ethics, ownership and the potential for transformative potential of the visual will be addressed.
